Energy Performance Certificates  

From the 6 April 2008 all completed dwellings require an Energy Performance Certificate (E.P.C.) to satisfy The Energy Performance of Buildings (Certificates and Inspections) (England

and Wales) Regulations 2007.

The above requirement is enforced by Building Regulations 17 E (2) (a), which requires that the person carrying out the work to “give an energy performance certificate for the building to the owner of the building”; and 17E (2) (b),” give the local authority notice to that effect”.

This means that the authority must obtain proof that an EPC certificate has been produced and a copy given to the owner of the building before it can issue a completion certificate.
