Executive Summary:

On 4 March 2014 Cabinet approved the 2014/15 Transportation and Highway Maintenance
Capital Programme. The basic principle of the programme was to carry out packages of
complementary schemes, linking where possible works such as safety and traffic management
schemes with maintenance schemes to maximise savings and efficiency.

The approval included an allocation of £125,000 for verge parking/protection schemes for which
the list of schemes to be undertaken was to be subject to a separate report to the Cabinet
Member (Public Services).

This report sets out the proposed programme and approval is sought from the Cabinet Member
(Public Services) for its implementation in 2014/15.

Recommendations:
The Cabinet Member is recommended to approve:-
i.  The schemes to be undertaken in the 2014/15 Verge Programme as detailed in Appendix
A.
ii.  That should there be slippage in the 2014/15 Verge Programme, or additional funding be
provided by Cabinet during this financial year, that the schemes listed in Appendix B be
brought forward and implemented in the priority order set out.

Report title:
Verge Scheme Programme 2014/15
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Context (or background)

At the Cabinet meeting on 4 March 2014 approval was granted for the 2014/15
Transportation and Highway Maintenance Capital Programme. Within the programme was
an allocation of £125,000 for verge parking/protection schemes for which the list of
schemes to be undertaken was to be subject to a separate report to the Cabinet Member
(Public Services).

Options considered and recommended proposal

At the Cabinet Member (City Services) meeting of 12 July 2011 the revisions to the Verge
Parking Policy were approved. The revisions to the policy assist to overcome competing
demands on whether to enable parking on the verge or to protect the verge, and
determines the action to be undertaken, either enhanced parking facilities or legal/ physical
enforcement.

There are a number of verges on which measures have been requested, originating either
from highways inspectors/maintenance issues, individual members of the public or
petitions. The proposed 2014/15 Verge Programme, detailed in Appendix A, will utilise the
approved budget of £125,000 and includes an allocation of £10,000 for ‘general' action for
works at various small sites to assist in reducing on-going maintenance demands.

An initial estimate is provided for each potential verge scheme (Appendix A). However,
these are budget estimates only. The final cost may change as detailed designs are
completed and items such as the location of utility services and whether they will be
required to be diverted is confirmed.

In order to allow for any slippage in the programme due to problems with buried statuary
undertakers’ services, or localised objections or the final costs being lower than the
estimate etc. an element of over programming has been included in the programme to
accommodate this. Any schemes which are not completed will be carried forward for
prioritisation in the next financial year.

Appendix B indicates a list of reserve verge schemes. These are included to allow further
flexibility in the programme should there be slippage in the approved schemes or additional
funding becomes available during the 2014-15 financial year for verge schemes. The
schemes are listed in the priority order that it is suggested they be brought forward during
this financial year, should funding permit their implementation
