The school’s attendance policy makes it clear that parents must seek permission in writing from the Headteacher in advance should they wish to take students out of school for a leave of absence and that if a Leave of Absence is taken in term time which has not been authorised, will result in:- 


· Third Offence and Any Further Offences (within 3 years) - the third time an Offence is committed a Penalty Notice will not be issued, and the parent(s) may be prosecuted under section 444(1).
