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Secondary Unit 10 Lesson 2 Journey Crib Sheet

Slides 1 and 2: Introduce the lesson objectives…
1. Think about the journeys we have made in our lives.​
2. To learn about journeys people make when they move countries.​
3. To consider different types of journeys.
Slide 3: Ask pupils what journeys they have been on. Ideas could include, for example:
· a journey by foot to school this morning
· a day trip by train to the seaside
· a foreign holiday travelling by plane
· a car journey to a sport match
Slides 4 and 5: Show pupils the map on slide 5 which shows the work “journey” in different languages around the world. Ask pupils to consider the following questions:
1. Can you add any words to the map?​ Can pupils add words from languages they speak at home or have learnt in school?
2. What do you notice about the way the words are written?​ The picture shows languages written in different scripts. Pupils may recognise Japanese; Chinese; Cyrillic (Russian and Ukrainian); Sinhala (Sri Lanka); Arabic; Latin script (the script we use to write in English, Spanish for example. Pupils may notice the Icelandic word ferð and the different letter shown at the end of the word which sounds like eth or edh.
3. Can you see any patterns? ​4. Are there any similarities between the languages?​ 5. Why do the same words appear in different parts of the world?
Pupils may spot the use of the English word “journey” in the USA, Canada and Australia. They may notice “viaje” in Central America which is a Spanish word. This provides an opportunity to discuss empires and colonialism. Pupils may notice similarities geographically between sounds and spelling e.g. “resa” in Norway and “Reise” in Germany.
Slide 6: Journey comes from Old French “journee”. Ask pupils what the word journey means to them.
Slide 7 provides a selection of images that show different journeys. Do your pupils think of a journey like this? Can they talk about a significant journey they have been on? What pictures may they want to add to the collection?
Slide 8: Pupils work in pairs to ask and answer the quiz questions. Pupils own responses.
1. Have you ever been on a journey? Where did you go?​
2. What modes of transport can you use for a journey?​
3. Why do people go on journeys?​
4. Can you name different types of journey? (e.g. educational)​
5. What might you pack for a journey?​
6. How do you prepare for a journey?​
7. What challenges might people face on a journey?​
8. How has technology changed the way people go on journeys?​
The aim of these discussion questions is to show that nor all journeys are physical (they can be emotional, for example) and that not all physical journeys are easy, planned and fun. Discussions may head towards discussion of displacement.
Slide 9 shows a picture of a book that discusses the journey of a refugee family. Please do change this image to a picture of a book you choose to discuss with your class. It is pertinent to discuss the refugee experience here and there are some excellent books to use for reference.
Slide 10: Pupils complete the word wheel thinking of language that comes to mind at the end of this lesson when discussing “journey”. Three words are already given: growth, self-discovery, language. 
Slide 11: Plenary slide asking them to note three main points of learning from the lesson.
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
